3. OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS 
1. Connect power supply plug to AC outlet, the Power light appears indicating power to 

the unit 
2. Turn on temperature switch. Heating light appears, Adjust the temp, control knob to 

the lOÔ c suitable scale for thickness and material of bag. The heating light will goes 
off about two minutes, it is the heating time, 

3. Adjust the temperature knob to suitable scale for soling material. 
4. If sealing is not complete, turn the Temp, control knob up and repeat process in "3" 

program. Setting temp, control knob to increase the temperature until you get desired 
seaL 

5. TURN OFF MACHINE WHEN NOT IN USE 

THE TEMPERATURE CONTROLLER IS CALIBRATED IN CENTIGRADE V TO CONVERT 
TO FATHRENHEIT T (°CX 8/5+32=T) 
FOR SAFETY KEEP HANDS AND FINGERS AWAY FROM THE JAWS OR HEX NUTS.

6. CAUCTIQNARYIVIARKING 
CAUTION: 
1) To reduce the risk of shock, disconnect the unit from the supply circuit before 
servicing the replacement of the heating element. 
2) To provide continued protection against risk of electric shock, connect to property 
grounded outlet only. 
WARNING: 
1) A live heating element is located in the jaw under the upper sealing plate. Use caution 
during operation. DO NOT TOUCH THE ELEMENT. 
2) For continued protection against fire or electric shock, replace only with type 
cartridge and suitable ampere fuse, provided In legible adjacent to fuse holder. 

7. HELPFUL INFORMATIC 
1) Always keep the sealing platform clean. Particular care "should" he taken to remove 

aay residue form the Seal Jaws. 
2) Do not clean the sealing platform with anything wet 
3) Occasionally check the condition both side of the heater jaws. A poor sealer 

platform will effect on the quality of your seal. 
4) Never touch to heater jaws for high temperature. 
5) USE ONLY GENUINE REPLACEMENT PARTS
